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WHAT CARRIERS AND DRIVERS NEED TO 

KNOW ABOUT ELD ENFORCEMENT AND  

EXEMPTIONS ● JULIE PIPAL 
 
 

 When the ELD mandate goes into effect in December, 
many in the trucking industry will be confident they under-
stand what is required for their businesses.  However, there 
are segments of the industry that may need further clarifica-
tion because all or some of their work may be excepted from 
the mandate.   
 The reality is, the requirement to implement ELDs does 
not change the Hours of Service requirements; it only man-
dates the method for recording them.  The current HOS ex-
emptions have not changed.    
 
Time Card Drivers  
 Currently, subject drivers are exempt from preparing pa-
per logs if they: 
 
¶ Are working fewer than 12 hours per day (11 hours of 

driving); 
¶ Not driving beyond a 100-air mile radius;  
¶ Starting and ending at the same work reporting loca-

tion; 
¶ Getting a minimum of 10 hours off between shifts; and, 

Completing DOT specified time cards.   
 
 Under the new rules these drivers are not required to use 
ELDs if they adhere to all the listed provisions.   
 
Other ELD Exemptions 
 Companies that have installed Automatic On-Board Re-
corders (AOBRDs) prior to December 19, 2017 may continue 
to use them in lieu of ELDs until December 16, 2019.   
 The following drivers are also exempt from ELDs under 
the new rule.  They may continue to use paper logs (or time 
cards if applicable) to record their Hours of Service (HOS):   
 

¶ Drivers who conduct drive-away-tow-away operations 
(where the vehicle being driven is the commodity being 
delivered), or the vehicle being transported is a motor 
home or a recreation vehicle trailer (with one or more 
sets of wheels on the surface of the roadway). 

¶ Drivers of vehicles manufactured before the model year 
2000, as reflected on the vehicle registration. 

 

Drivers who currently must complete paper logs 
more than 8 days in a 30-day period 
 There are drivers who must currently only complete paper 
rods on occasion.  As an example, if a time card driver (as 
noted above) fails to meet all the parameters for the exemp-
tion on any given day, they would be required to complete a 
paper log sheet for that day.  There are also some categories 
of drivers that are not required to log based on state or fed-
eral exemptions.  In Idaho, intrastate log transportation is 
exempt from recording hours of service; but, these same 
drivers must record HOS (time cards or RODS) for inter-
state transportation.  If drivers in these categories fail to 
meet an exemption on 9 days during any rolling 30-day peri-
od, they would be required to use ELDs to record HOS.    
 In some cases, there have been efforts to delay implemen-
tation.  In others, carriers are reporting time saved with the 
use of ELDs because of the accuracy.  ELDs may prove to be 
an asset to increase efficiency in an industry where every 
minute counts. However, if a company whose operations are 
exempt as listed above, the responsibility is on the company 
and the CDL driver to know which alternative ap-
plies.  Why?  Because everyone listed above is subject to 
compliance audits. 
 

Phased-in enforcement  
 Some good news is the Commercial Vehicle Safety Alliance 
has notified the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration 
that they will phase in enforcement of the rule.  On Decem-
ber 18, inspectors and roadside enforcement personnel will 
begin documenting violations on roadside inspection report 
and, at the jurisdiction’s discretion, will issue citation to 
commercial motor vehicle drivers operating vehicles without 
a compliant ELD.  In order to ease the transition, however, 
CVSA has elected to begin applying the out-of-service crite-
ria associated with the ELD mandate on April 1, 2018.  This 
will allow everyone affected time to adjust to the new re-
quirement with minimal disruption of the delivery of goods.

LEGISLATURE REVISITS REGISTRATION FEE 

STRUCTURE 
 

Many still look to trucks as a way to fill the gap in 
revenue for roads and bridges 
 

 BOISE, ID August 29, 2017 – The Idaho Legislature’s Com-
mercial Vehicle Annual Registration Fee Committee held its 
first meeting on Tuesday, August 29th. This bipartisan com-
mittee is comprised of five Senators and five Representatives, 
and is co-chaired by Sen. Bert Brackett (R-Rogerson) and 
Rep. Joe Palmer (R-Meridian), who also serve as the chairs of 
the Senate and House Transportation Committees. The com-
mittee was established as a result of legislation passed in 
2015, HB 312, to undertake and complete a study regarding 
an annual registration fee and an operating fee by weight class 
based on the total miles the owner operated such vehicle on 
roads and highways in Idaho.  
 “The issue of commercial vehicles paying for more of the 
expenses related to Idaho’s road and bridge funding continues 
to be a popular topic,” said Julie Pipal, president and CEO of 
the Idaho Trucking Association.  “We need to be clear as we 
participate in these proceedings:  Trucks in Idaho already pay 
45 percent of all highway fees, but we drive only 11 percent of 
the miles, and we want our policymakers to listen to our con-
cerns with that in mind.” 
 Pipal also noted that the last proposal to target commercial 
vehicles only, as this committee is doing, was a 50 percent 
increase that was only estimated to generate $12-$13 million. 
 The first presentation from the meeting was on Idaho’s cur-
rent registration fee schedule and background, from staff at 
the Idaho Transportation Department. Jerri Hunter from ITD 
provided the members with the background, and described 
the two commercial vehicle registration options: full fee or the 
International Registration Plan. Hunter also talked about how 
weight distance taxes were collected prior to October 2000, 
and then described the change to the current five-tier mileage 
based registration fee schedule. She gave examples of what 
vehicles with various Idaho distances would end up paying on 
both the full fee and IRP schedules, and expressed some of 
the comments that they typically receive from the commercial 
trucking industry. One comment from the industry that re-
ceived questions from the legislators was that the fee brackets 
are too broad, and that the industry has expressed a desire to 
create additional tiers to lower registration costs.  

 Another ITD staffer, Bob Thompson, briefly presented on 
the revenue trends from registration fees and motor fuel 
taxes for the fiscal years 2001 to 2017. The data that he pro-
vided illustrated that other than decreases during fiscal 
years 2008 to 2010 due to the economic downturn, they 
have seen revenue streams increase. When looking at the 
bigger picture of commercial vehicle registration and motor 
fuel tax revenues as a whole, for the fiscal year 2017 the rev-
enues from commercial registrations accounts for 16%. 
When looking at truck related revenues from fiscal year 
2017, commercial registration is 39%, while special fuel is 
61% of the total truck related revenue. Sen. Carl Crabtree (R-
Grangeville) asked to have ITD provide information at the 
next meeting about the number of registrations that are be-
ing filed every year, to compare with the revenue data.  
 The committee also heard a presentation from the Nation-
al Conference of State Legislature’s senior policy specialist in 
the area of transportation, Kevin Pula, who talked about 
transportation funding trends throughout the country. Pula 
talked about how the 2016 Transportation Governance and 
Finance Report found over 50 funding mechanisms for 
transportation in the various states. Many of these sources 
range from what you would typically consider, such as fuel 
taxes and registration fees, to the more obscure sources like 
mineral royalties  and land sales. The presentation also 
talked about the four states that currently have a weight-
distance tax, Kentucky, New York, New Mexico, and Oregon, 
and how some states like Kentucky are considering remov-
ing them due to complexities and questions about the effec-
tiveness of the collections. He also presented the committee 
with data on the various gas tax increases, and other non-
gas tax options that have been enacted as well. When com-
paring Idaho to other states, Pula reported that we currently 
rank as the 4th highest registration fees in the country, and 
the 11th highest when looking at the total fuel taxes and fees 
imposed.  
 “We understand how critical funding is for transportation, 
but it is also important to maintain a fair and equitable tax-
ing structure.  For our members that means taking a look at 
how all vehicles pay and not just commercial vehicles,” said 
Pipal. 
 The next meeting for the interim committee is scheduled 
for Wednesday, October 4, at 9:00 a.m. in room EW41 of the 
Idaho Capitol. ITA

ELECTRONIC LOGGING DEVICES HOURS OF 

SERVICE (HOS), AND AGRICULTURAL  

EXEMPTIONS UPDATE 
 

August 2017 - In an effort to clear up confusion abut Hours 
of Service and agricultural exceptions, the Federal Motor 
Carrier Safety Administration last month published a FAQ 
sheet for activities that are affected:   

¶ 49 CFR 395.1(k) provides exceptions from the HOS 
rules, during planting and harvesting periods as deter-
mined by the State, for the transportation of agricultural 
commodities (including livestock, bees and other com-
modities) within a 150-air mile radius from the source of 
the commodities. The same provision applies to the de-
livery of supplies and equipment for agricultural use 
from a wholesale or retail distribution point. 

¶ The HOS regulations do not apply to the transportation 
of agricultural commodities operating completely within 
the 150-air mile radius by for hire or private carriers. 
Therefore, work and driving hours are not limited and 
the driver is also not required to use an Electronic Log-
ging Device (ELD). In an operation where drivers share 
vehicle(s) equipped with ELDs, a driver that is always 
exempt can use an “Exempt Driver” account. 

¶ Once a driver operates beyond the 150-air mile radius, 
the HOS regulations apply. Therefore, starting at the 
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time and location where the transporter goes past the 
150-air mile radius, the driver must maintain logs using 
an ELD, unless the driver or the vehicle meets one of the 
limited ELD exemptions. The driver must work and drive 
within the limitations of the HOS rules when operating 
beyond the 150-air mile radius. Time spent working with-
in the 150 air-mile radius does not count toward the driv-
er’s daily and weekly limits. 

¶ When operating within the 150 air-mile radius the driver 
should not log into the ELD.Upon exiting that radius, the 
driver should then log into the ELD, and annotate that 
any unassigned miles accumulated prior to that point 
were exempt miles. 

¶ Drivers transporting agricultural commodities are not 
required to use an ELD if the vehicle was manufactured 
before the model year 2000, provided they prepare paper 
logs, or if they do not operate outside of the 150 air-mile 
radius for more than 8 days during any 30-day period, 
provided they prepare paper logs on the days when they 
are not exempt from the HOS rules. 

¶ Covered farm vehicles, as defined in 49 CFR 390.5, are 
exempted from the HOS regulations per 49 CFR 395.1(s). 
Carriers operating under this exemption are also not re-
quired to have an ELD. This only applies to private trans-
portation of agricultural commodities, including livestock 
by the owner or operator of a farm or ranch, or their fami-
ly members or employees. ITA
